Articles of Incorporation — Nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation

ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
PUBLIC BENEFIT NONPROFIT CORPORATION
Pursuant to ORS Chapter 65

Article I — Name
The name of this corporation is Human Asset Nonprofit, a nonprofit public benefit corporation organized under the laws of the State of Oregon.

Article II — Registered Agent and Office

Article III — Purposes
This corporation is organized exclusively for charitable, educational, and scientific purposes within the meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, specifically:

1. To support, in partnership with Human Asset Cooperative of Eugene-Springfield, a worker cooperative, the delivery of services and programs consistent with this corporation's charitable mission;
1. To accept and administer grants, donations, and other funds for purposes consistent with this Article; and
1. To engage in any other lawful activities that further the above purposes.

Article IV — Nonprofit Status
This corporation is not organized for profit. No part of the net earnings of this corporation shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to, its members, directors, officers, or other private persons, except that the corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered.

Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, this corporation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on by a corporation exempt from Federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Article V — Dissolution
Upon dissolution of this corporation, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making provision for payment of all the liabilities of the corporation, dispose of all the assets of the corporation exclusively for the purposes of the corporation in such manner, or to such organization or organizations organized and operated exclusively for charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, as the Board of Directors shall determine.

Article VI — Directors
